As you may know, James Otis was a lawyer in
colonial Massachusetts, a member of the Massachu-
setts provincial assembly, and an early advocate of
the political views that led to the American Revolu-
tion. Some say the phrase "Taxation without Repre-
sentation is Tyranny” is attributed to him. And John
Adams, speaking of James Otis, said, "I have been
young and now I am old, and I solemnly say I have
never known a man whose love of country was more
ardent or sincere, never one who suffered so much,
never one whose service for any 10 years of his life
were so important and essential to the cause of his
country as those of Mr. Otis from 1760 to 1770." In
the end, after the judging and the points tallied, Han-
nah Stimson defeated the competition and took first
place in the Florida Society State Rumbaugh Histori-
cal Oration Contest. Hannah will represent the Flori-
da Society at the 122nd National SAR Congress in
Phoenix, Arizona, during early July 2012.

The “Iron Man”

When the enemy nicknames you “iron man”, you
gotta be a rugged individual. Such a man was Cap-
tain Daniel McDowell, one of the first settlers of
Chemung. The enemy — the Indians — captured him,
ran him through the gantlet, and he came out a hero.

Captain McDowell was captured near the Delaware
Water Gap in Pennsylvania in 1782 and taken across
the mountains to the Wyoming vicinity. Thence up
the Susquehanna River to Tioga Point, and thence to
the Indian town of Chemung.

They tied him to a sapling near a spring on a piece
of land better known as the Gray Owen Farm. The
Indians went some distance aside to discuss
McDowell’s fate. During their deliberations, an In-
dian woman came to him and said, “Poor man, no
afraid now, no die at Chemung.”

She gave him food and a deer skin for use as a shel-
ter. He enjoyed a peaceful night’s sleep.

McDowell was about 19 then.

Historian Abner C. Wright’s account says that when
McDowell wakened next morning, “he gazed over
the beautiful and fertile flats and vowed that he
would do his utmost to regain his liberty and make it
his home for life.”

McDowell was taken to Fort Niagara, stronghold of
the British and Indians, and made history by surviv-
ing the gantlet.

Twenty-five captives were run through the gantlet —
a double line of Indians who tomahawked the first
24 captives to death. McDowell was the last man
through. Historians said “Young McDowell at this
time was perhaps the fleetest man in a running race
upon the vast border.”

He had seen his fellow prisoners die because they
tried to remain on their feet all the way. So he “ran
at an incredible speed between their lines” and when
they closed in for the kill at the end he dropped to
his hands and knees and let the Indians hit each oth-
er instead of himself. But, he was tomahawked
severely on the shoulder by a young Iroquois just

before he reached the goal.

“This was a gross violation of the code of the red-
men and McDowell was forced to witness the pun-
ishment inflicted upon the young savage by the red-
men in authority,” wrote Abner Wright.

The Indians dressed his wounds and made him
march with other captives to Quebec. They didn’t
think McDowell would survive the march. But, he
did.

The redmen in his company were so impressed with
the powers of endurance and the courage of
McDowell that they bestowed upon him a compli-
mentary name, “Keto,” which meant “the iron man.”

After the wound finally healed, McDowell managed
to get back to Pennsylvania, where his sweetheart
was waiting. In 1786, McDowell and several others
became the first to form a permanent settlement in
the Chemung Valley. McDowell obtained title to
the land where he had been tied to the sapling five
years before.

The McDowells have done right proud ever since in
our valley.

Daniel’s son, John G. became the first president of
Chemung Canal Bank, Boyd McDowell, a grandson,
was very prominent as a lawyer early in this centu-
ry. A great-grandson late Robert P. McDowell, also
was a lawyer, also widely acquainted.

Great-great-great grandson is Boyd McDowell II,
senior vice president of Chemung Canal Trust Co.
and father of Boyd III and Peter.

All the McDowells have been interested in genealo-
gy.

Part IV: Legion of Honour Influential

In the January “Crier,” Part III addressed the rea-
sons why the St. Louis Cross made an appropriate
pattern for the SAR badge. Part III also addressed two
other crosses of similar design and purpose. These
crosses were the United States Legion of Merit and
the French National Order of the Legion of Honour.
Part IV discusses the Legion of Honour Influence on
the SAR badge.

Saint Louis Cross

The laurel wreath of the SAR badge is derived
from the French Legion of Honour. The Legion of
Honour was instituted by Napoleon shortly after his
ascendancy to power. The Legion of Honour was in-
tended to fill the vacuum left by the disappearance of
the old royal orders, such as the St. Louis Cross, dur-
ing the French Revolution. Napoleon, like Louis XIV
before him, recognized the importance of rewarding
faithful public service and recognizing merit. He
therefore instituted the Legion of Honour, or Légion

d’honneur, which to this day remains one of the most
prestigious orders of merit in the world. It is France’s
highest order that recognizes military and civilians
alike for their bravery or honorable service to the
country. The decoration is awarded in various classes,
with the Knights of the Grand Eagle being the high-
est.

With an understanding that the French Revolution
and its blood thirst for all that was subject to the royal
government destroyed the previous orders of the
kingdom, Napoleon let it be known that he wished to
establish an Order that had nothing to do with chival-
ry. Following a dinner in his country home, the Cha-
teau de Malmaison, in February 1802 to which he had
invited several friends, including a general and a cele-

brated mathematician, Napolean expressed his desire
to reward men both for outstanding military accom-
plishments as well as for other distinguished service
to the State. He rejected the suggestion to restore the
Cross of Saint Louis. Although this proposal was
greeted coolly, since many hoped to reestablish the
class distinctions eliminated by the revolutionaries of
1789, Napoleon proceeded to set down his ideas and
submitted his plan to the Council of State early in
May 1802. In spite of considerable opposition, Napo-
leon remained adamant and refused to accept the rec-
ommendation that the award be restricted to military
men. After heated debate, the Council finally adopted
the plan, 14 to 10, and it was subsequently passed in
the Legislative Assembly.

The Legion of Honour was established by law on
May 19, 1802. In expressing his reasons for creating
the Order, Napoleon said: “It will be an institution
which will further all our republican laws and

strengthen the Revolution. It will remove all distinc-
tions of nobility, which placed inherited glory above
acquired glory and descendants of great men above
great men.” One of the original supporters of Napo-
leon’s plan had said that the Legion of Honour
would reward “actions considered beyond all rec-
ompense.”

Napoleon bestowed the Legion of Honour for the
first time on July 15, 1804 in a magnificent military
and religious ceremony. Among the first to be hon-
ored were eighteen marshals, five cardinals and a
number of scholars, scientists, writers and compos-
ers. By 1812, 1,400 civilians had been decorated.
And along the way, Napoleon awarded himself the
Legion of Honor.

T A Knights of the Grand Eagle Medal-
hon signifies the highest class of the Legion of
Honour.

Inferred in the above, the St. Louis Cross was
inextricably linked to the
caste system. Whereas
the Legion of Honour
was based upon personal
merit rather than birth.
Thus it’s not surprising
that the SAR badge is
consciously modeled on
that of the Legion of
Honour; and the laurel
wreath is borrowed ac-
cordingly. Even the size
of the badge is designed to be exactly that of the
Legion of Honour. But the badge refuses to follow
the Legion of Honour in all respects. Unlike the Le-
gion of Honour cross which has five arms, the SAR
cross resolutely retains the four arms of the cross of
Christ and the St. Louis Cross. This is as if to de-
clare that the excesses of deism and atheism of the
French Revolution are to be eschewed by an Ameri-

can Patriotic Society, which treasures the belief of our
forefathers that America is a nation under God.

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JROTC-HISTORY

The United States Army Junior Reserve Officers'
Training Corps (JROTC) came into being with the
passage of the National Defense Act of 1916. Under
the provisions of the Act, high schools were author-
ized the loan of federal military equipment and the
assignment of active duty military personnel as in-
structors. In 1964, the Vitalization Act opened JROTC
up to the other services and replaced most of the ac-
tive duty instructors with retirees who worked for and
were cost shared by the schools.

program retained its military structure and the result-
ant ability to infuse in its student cadets a sense of dis-
cipline and order, it shed most of its early military
content.

The study of ethics, citizenship, communications,
leadership, life skills and other subjects designed to
prepare young men and woman to take their place in
adult society, evolved as the core of the program.
More recently, an improved student centered curricu-
lum focusing on character building and civic responsi-

Title 10 of the U.S. Code declares that "the purpose of bility is being presented in every JROTC classroom.

Junior Reserve Officers' Training Corps is to instill in
students in United States secondary educational insti-
tutions the value of citizenship, service to the United
States, personal responsibility, and a sense of accom-
plishment."

The JROTC Program has changed greatly over the
years. Once looked upon primarily as a source of en-
listed recruits and officer candidates, it became a citi-
zenship program devoted to the moral, physical and
educational uplift of American youth. Although the

Cadet Creed

JROTC is a continuing success story. From a modest
beginning of 6 units in 1916, JROTC has expanded to
1645 schools today and to every state in the nation and
American schools overseas. Cadet enrollment has
grown to 281,000 cadets with 4,000 professional in-
structors in the classrooms. Comprised solely of active
duty Army retirees, the JROTC instructors serve as
mentors developing the outstanding young citizens of
our country.

The idea of a creed for JROTC originated not in Cadet Command Headquarters but in various high schools
across the nation. During the many visits he made throughout the command in his first year as ROTC chief,
Major General Lyle frequently encountered junior units that had on their own initiative come up with a creed.
It seemed to the Commanding General that this reflected a deep-seated need among cadets for such a statement
of purpose. Accordingly, he charged his High School Directorate with the task of drafting one. Mr. Cal Foster
took the lead in this project. Using a creed developed in the Fourth Region as a base, and incorporating sugges-
tions from the field, he produced a creed that in its final form read:

I am an Army JROTC cadet. I will always conduct myself to bring credit to my family, country, school,
and the corps of cadets.

I am loyal and patriotic. I am the future of the United States of America.

I do not lie, cheat, or steal and will always be accountable for my actions and deeds.

I will always practice good citizenship and patriotism.

I will work hard to improve my mind and strengthen my body.

I will seek the mantle of leadership and stand prepared to uphold the Constitution and the American
way of life.

May God grant me the strength to always live by this creed.
This JROTC Cadet Creed was used for the first time during the 1995 Cadet Command Spring Review.
