He was again elected to the office in 1784
rick Henry was a strong critic of the constitution propg
in 1787. He was in favor of the strongest possible go
ment for the individual states, and a weak federal go
ment. He was also very critical of the fact that the con
tion was conducted in secret.
President Washington appointed him Secretary of St
1795, but Henry declined the office. In 1799, Presi
Adams appointed him envoy to France, but failing heg
required him to decline this office too. He died on Jur
1799 at age of 63.
