When
a hand to hand fight developed, a British soldier poised
his sword over the wounded Washington, but Majori-
banks saw and gallantly turned it aside.

In camp, eating the deserted breakfast, and feeling the
battle was won, the hungry, thirsty Americans began
plundering the English stores of food, liquors, and
equipment. Thoroughly enjoying themselves they ig-
nored their leaders' warnings and commands. Majori-
banks, realizing the disorder, fell upon them. Sheridan
and Stewart pounded at their right, and Coffin came in
from their left. The stunned Americans fought this im-
possible situation bravely, but they were put to flight
from the British camp.
After more than four hours of indecisive battle under a
merciless sun, both armies had had enough. Casualties
were extremely high. "Blood ran anklieep in places,"
and the strewn area of dead and dying was heart
