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 My patriot 

ancestor was 

Daniel Apple-

gate. Daniel was 

born in the New 

Jersey Colony 

and when it 

looked like the 

colonies would 

separate from 

Great Britain, 

Danielôs father 

worried that if 

war came, a lot of battles would be fought in New 

Jersey. To keep his family safe, he moved them to 

the middle of the New York Colony near where the 

city of Albany is today. Shortly after they moved, 

Danielôs mother got very sick and died.  

The war started soon after Danielôs mother 

died and Danielôs father decided he wanted to fight 

on the side of the Americans. Danielôs aunt and 

uncle had moved with them to New York and Dan-

ielôs father asked them to take care of Daniel while 

he and Danielôs older brother went to fight the Brit-

ish. Danielôs father knew all about war because he 

had fought with the British against the French and 

their Indian allies in the French and Indian War not 

many years earlier. Now he went off to fight 

against the British  

As time passed, Daniel became more and 

more miserable because he missed his father and 

brother so much. After nagging his aunt and uncle 

over and over, they finally agreed he could go join 

his father and brother in the war. Daniel thought 

his father had gone back to New Jersey to join the 

army and maybe he even said so before he left, so 

Daniel went looking for where the New Jersey men 

were fighting against the British. That group was 

called the Jersey Line in the Continental Army.  

On his way to join the Continental Army, 

Danielsô father changed his mind. He decided he 

didnôt need to go all the way back to New Jersey to 

join up, so he went across the Hudson River into 

Pennsylvania and joined the Pennsylvania Militia, 

so when Daniel found the Jersey Line, he found the 

war but couldnôt find his father.  

The officers in the Jersey Line didnôt know 

what to do with Daniel since he was only twelve 

years old and too young, they thought, to be a sol-

dier. The colonel who was in charge of the Jersey 

Line was a man named Israel Shreve and was 

known as the Fighting Quaker. Quakers believed 

war was immoral and usually would not fight in 

them no matter how much they might have sup-

ported one side in the war. Colonel Shreve was an 

exception; he was a fighter and a good one and a 

patriot. Just like Danielôs father, Colonel Shreveôs 

wife had died just as the war started. Colonel 

Shreve had a son just about Danielôs age and that 

son, John, had come along 

with his father. Colonel 

Shreve saw Daniel as a com-

panion to his son John. Colo-

nel Shreve took charge of 

Daniel and taught him to play 

military tunes on the fife, so 

Daniel, once he got pretty 

good on the fife, became part 

of Colonel Shreveôs fife and drum corps.  

Daniel followed Colonel Shreve and the 

Jersey Line all through the war and was at York-

town when the British General Cornwallis surren-

dered, the war came to an end, and America be-

came a free nation.

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Heraldry: The SAR Badge 1 Part I: Introduction 

     Most members of the SAR are familiar with the Member-

ship Badge; but few perhaps are familiar with the history and 

significance which underlie its heraldry. The badge is not only 

one of the most beautiful of American hereditary societies; 

itôs also one of the most steeped with history and replete with 

meaning. 

     The badge was designed in the very early days of the Soci-

ety by Major Goldsmith Bernard West, Vice President of the 

Alabama Society. The Badge consists of a cross of eight 

points suspended by an Eagle. The cross is of white enamel 

and has four arms and eight points, each point being decorat-

ed with a gold bead. The source of our cross is the cross of the 

ancient chivalric Order of St. Louis, founded by Louis XIV in 

1693.  To be continuedé
