April 18-19, 1775 
Paul Revere, William Dawes 
and Samuel Prescott made 
the famous rides through the 
night spreading sounding the 
alarm of the British military 
advance. 
 
April 19, 1775 
The British troops in an 
attempt to secure the colonial 
munitions fire the “shot heard 
‘round the world” and meet 
resistance at the hands of 
disenfranchised American 
Colonists and Minutemen - 
who through intelligence 
gathering had known of their 
intentions and previously 
secured the weapons and 
supplies. A number of battles 
occurred at towns Lexington, 
Concord, Lincoln, Cambridge 
and Menotomy, and by days 
end the outnumbered British 
were driven back to Boston.  
The war had begun!

The Midnight Ride of Paul Revere 
By Henry Wadsworth Longfellow 
 
Listen my children and you shall hear 
Of the midnight ride of Paul Revere, 
On the eighteenth of April, in Seventy-five; 
Hardly a man is now alive 
Who remembers that famous day and year. 
He said to his friend, "If the British march 
By land or sea from the town to-night, 
Hang a lantern aloft in the belfry arch 
Of the North Church tower as a signal light,-- 
One if by land, and two if by sea; 
And I on the opposite shore will be, 
Ready to ride and spread the alarm 
Through every Middlesex village and farm, 
For the country folk to be up and to arm.” 

April highlights the Naples 
Sons of the American Re-
volution Chapter’s recognition 
for one of America’s 
most important and 
patriotic organiza-
tions, the Boy Scouts 
of America. Estab-
lished in our country 
in 1912, Boy Scouts 
have formed the best of 
American youth for nearly a 
century, providing a positive 
influence on countless lives and 
on society as a whole. 
 
Some time ago the Boy Scouts 
of America commissioned 
Harris Interactive to conduct the 
Values of Americans study to 
examine our ethics and 
character - young and old - to 
assess if they change over time. 
Boy Scouts also wished to 
determine how scouting has 

influenced adult values over 
time and those of youth 

members of Scouts. Not 
surprisingly, findings 

reflected positive 
outcomes for men 
who in their youth 
were Scouts and for 

current members, 
specifically for all who 

had a five year 
involvement. 
 
An except from the study states: 
Men who were Scouts agree 
that (it) has positively 
influenced their character 
development, self-confidence, 
interpersonal skills and family 
relationships. Compared with 
men in 1995, a larger number… 
today say that Scouting 
activities improved their family 
life at the time they were Scouts, 
had a positive effect on their 

social life in later years and 
positively influenced their 
career development and 
advancement as an adult. 
 
Other points cited longer-lasting 
friendships, greater job 
satisfaction and higher value for 
familiar relationships. 
Noteworthy was higher income, 
higher levels of education and 
better church attendance than 
those who were never Scouts. 
Scouts are also more likely to 
make the most ethical decisions, 
not the easiest. Scouts are more 
likely to volunteer to be a 
leader… and take part in 
community service.
