Christmas Tradition

Christmas of 1826 was
snowy, cold and lonely for

the cadets of West Point.

Though called “men” they
were really teenage boys
some as young as 17 -- arf
they wanted to celebrat
Christmas. Young Jefferso
Davis, future president of thg
Confederate States q
America, was amongst them

But West Point then, as it i
now, was a house of orde
and discipline. The military
academy was under
strictest orders of sobriet
that Christmas season. A

4:30 in the morning when
the effects of their

celebration started to take
effect rather noisily. By that
point keeping the officers
from noticing was

impossible. What ensued
thereafter has come to be
known in legend as the
Eggnog Riot. One cadet
ended up facing murder
charges by the time it was
said and done. Six others
resigned and 19 others were
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President
George Washington

court-martialed. And many
including Jefferson Davis
received the punishment ¢
being confined to quarters fo
more than a month.

But many, even some of Eggnog continues to this d

those expelled from the
academy, expressed no regt
for their involvement in the
event. It was after all
Christmas. And it was, afte
all, only eggnog.

Eggnog was one of the mo4
common holiday traditions o
Colonial America. Before
there were Christmas tree
before there was Santa Clau
and long before there wa
ever a national holiday calle
Christmas there was th
annual tradition of eggnog.

American colonists, led by
Samuel Adams, dressed as
Native Indians. That night
they boarded several ships of
the British East India
Company, and dumped
10,000 British Pounds (about

restoration of the Statue of 2 million dollars today) worth

of tea into Boston Harbor in
protest of the Tea Tax
imposed upon them by the
mother country.

This event became known as
the Boston Tea Party, a
significant and defiant
gesture against British rule,
and a defining moment in the
upcoming American
Revolution.

Adams was second cousin of
John Adams and a political
activist who espoused the
separation of the American
Colonies from British rule.

He believed the colonists
should defend their own
rights and liberties and form
their own government.

The Boston Tea Party
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This act of domestig
terrorism  infuriated  the
British Parliament, many ol
whom were opposed to thg
King's tax upon their
brethren in the New World
They could not turn their
back on such insurgence, ar
backed King George in his
efforts to seize control of this
far-off colony.

The fuse was lit for many

intolerable acts and the¢
inevitable rebellion to
come.
