September 5th. This secret meeting
was held in Philadelphia to discuss
the unfair treatment being put upon
them by King George and his

British troops stationed in the

colonies, what their rights should

be as colonists and their relation-
ship with England. The Congress
agreed to boycott English goods
and to send a letter to the King
demanding a repeal of the Intol-
erable Acts. Independence from
England wasn’t a concern yet, but
they agreed to meet again should
Great Britain not change its policies
toward them.
